blesses my kabuki performances with inspiration

The Kyoto Power of Culture Project promotes and advertises the diverse array
of culture and art that lives and breathes in Kyoto. We take a fresh, new look
at the distinct Kyoto culture present within daily life and communicate to the
world just how wonderful that culture is. Today we turn our gaze to kabuki
actor Kataoka Sennosuke. Kyoto is known as "the birthplace of kabuki." The
beginning of kabuki is thought to be in 1603, when Izumo no Okuni
performed kabuki dancing at the dry Shijo-gawara riverbed. The "Minamiza
Theatre," which was built in those days as a playhouse, was reopened in
November 2018. And in December of that year, the theatre put on Kichirei
Kaomise Kogyo (The Grand Kabuki Show) with three generations of Matsu-
shimaya performers on stage together: grandfather Kataoka Nizaemon,
father Kataoka Takataro, and newest member Kataoka Sennosuke. This trio
performance had the kabuki world in a buzz. In this interview, we asked
Kataoka Sennosuke to talk about kabuki and the wonders of Kyoto.

—— In the Kichirei Kaomise Kogyo (The Grand Kabuki Show),
which premieres on November 30, 2019, you will be performing
in both the afternoon and evening shows. Do you feel like per-
forming in the 2018 Kichirei Kaomise Kogyo changed you in any
way?

Well, last year was an amazing show in that it commemorated 400
years since the Minamiza Theatre first opened and the new opening as
well. And in addition to all of that, being allowed to play the massively
important role of Shume no Kokingo in "Yoshitsune and the Thousand
Cherry Trees" was an extremely valuable experience. Performing in a
Kaomise together with my father and grandfather was one of my
dreams, so | was immensely happy for the opportunity. However, if truth
be told that month was so intense | did not even have the time to regis-
ter any changes happening within me. | was basically just constantly on
full-steam-ahead the entire time. | became painfully aware of how
taking care of your health is more important than anything in a time like
that, so | definitely want to put that wisdom to good use in the 2019
Kichirei Kaomise Kogyo. And | will of course receive thorough training
from my father and grandfather, so it should be a show to really look
forward to.

——You live in Kyoto for the entire time the show is on. What
areain Kyoto have you come to like?

Kennin-ji Temple. The buildings there are of course wonderful, and
"Daioen Garden," "Chouontei Garden," and the entire temple grounds
panorama seen through Chokushimon Gate is all so beautiful, | was
deeply touched. | have always liked temples, shrines, and historic build-
ings, and | often go out to see those kinds of places by myself in Tokyo

as well. The kabuki performance "Kyoganoko Musume Dojoji" includes
a dance walking through the temple grounds while gazing at cherry
blossoms, and | believe that inputting that kind of scenery in your own
mind in your daily life improves your performance of that kind of scene
on stage. And it definitely helps the audience have a deeper impression
of the scene in their minds as well. There are still a lot of places | want
to visit in Kyoto, so | want to enjoy some quality private time here. Even
just strolling around the city in Kyoto stirs the senses.

—— How can kabuki best be enjoyed by those who are new to
it, like young people and non-Japanese people?

There is no one specific way that you are supposed to watch kabuki,
so in a sense it is completely up to each audience member. For exam-
ple, if a person is interested in fashion, they can enjoy the splendid
costumes worn by the performers. And if a person is interested in music
or visual art, they can enjoy the performance as a comprehensive stage
art that includes all of these elements. In addition to this, the theatre
environment itself is a unique world where visitors can experience tradi-
tional Japanese culture firsthand, so the space is marvelously interest-
ing in and of itself. For classic programs, knowing a little bit about the
general story in advance can help deepen your understanding of the
performance.

—— What different things do you love about kabuki from the
performing side and the viewing side?

For me, simply being on stage is an amazing feeling. Being able to
perform in this wonderful environment and receiving the applause of the
audience has become true happiness for me. When | watch kabuki from
the audience side, in that moment when one of the dazzling performers
like my grandfather takes the stage, the atmosphere on the stage actu-
ally changes. You feel instantly pulled in. When | watch, | always imag-
ine what it would be like if | had the chance to play this or that role
someday. So, | watch through the eyes of the actors performing on
stage. But of course | also realize that they are on a much higher level
than |. And of course that means | have no other option than to put my
all into practice so | can keep coming ever closer to my own personal
ideal level of performance.

There is a saying that goes, "Shitsui-taizen, Tokui-tanzen." It means,
even when things are not going as you would wish, instead of falling
into despair, you should calmly face forward and keep advancing. As
reflected in this phrase, | want to be the kind of person who can, in
order to keep advancing forward, change disappointments into opportu-
nities while also thoroughly actualizing the opportunities into success-
es. And my path in the present is to simply keep focusing on giving my
all to each individual role | am allowed to play. My father, grandfather,
and also all of our predecessors are my greatest source of motivation.

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Here | am in Hangzhou, China. This time we decided on the topic of yuba
(bean curd skin), which is deeply connected with Kyoto, and it just so happens
that Hangzhou is famous for fupi tofu skin (dried bean curd), which is apparently
the main ingredient in a traditional dish called “tsui ja shang ling” (deep fried
spring rolls).We found it on the dinner menu of a restaurant serving local cuisine,
so we ordered it. Many layers of the bean curd skin are wrapped around minced
meat paste, then deep fried without any batter. Once in your mouth, it will make
a crunching sound as you chew, while the layers delicately fall apart and the full

flavor of the yuba fills your palate. The crunchy sound of the yuba has been
likened to the sound of a bell, which is expressed through the name of the dish
“shang ling” meaning bell. The idea of this name seems characteristic of
Chinese people, who value textures and enjoy their food with all five senses.

Yuba first made its way to Japan in the 13th century. It was thought to have
been introduced by China along with tea at about the same time as the arrival of
Zen Buddhism.

Yuba was said to have first been offered at Enryaku-ji Monastery on Mount
Hiei. Since that time, it has been a staple of home cooking and vegetarian
cuisine in Kyoto, which is home to numerous temples and shrines and located far
from the sea. Yuba is special in its raw form, when it is freshly made and thick,
but dried yuba was mainstream until the spread of refrigerators in Japan around
the year 1980.

Dried yuba takes time and effort to make as it goes through a finely detailed
production process. Full of flavor and nutrition, it also has a long shelf life. With
SO many ways to cook it, you can be excited about all the possible options for
what you can cook with dried yuba on any given day. With autumn in full swing,
we decided this time to use lots of fresh mushrooms and make yuba pasta.
